ULL: welcome back to “here with you” where the coa coa is always hot, just like the stars. Our next guest has just released his sixth blockbuster hit, which has been labelled the most controversial film of the decade, and he’s just come back from an interesting trip overseas. Please welcome our world renowned guest Yemen Java! 

[applause person gets crowd to applaud] [director gestures Yemen towards the couch]

ULL: [Greets Yemen and offers a seat] So Yemen, It’s good to see you again, it’s only been how long now?
YEM:
