Cast:
CAN = our candidate (who will introduce themselves)

MAR =  Marcy: the friend of our candidate [sheepish and nice]

HAN = Hank the tank: the enemy of our candidate [rude and power tripper]
BOOTHY
JAN = Janet: A firm member on the interview panel [YUPPI power tripper lady]
LAUREN
JOE = Joe: a firm member on the interview panel [YUPPI power tripper]

NICK
JOY = Joyce: a firm member on the interview panel [YUPPI power tripper]
SALLY
SEC = Secretary [nice]







ERIN
The Set:

The stage is divided in two by dividers. One half is the waiting room and reception area, the other half is the office itself where the interviews take place.

Script:

[CAN walks in through door]
MAR: thank God you’re here. I’m so glad I caught you before you went in for your interview. You need to know that Hank the tank is going for the same job, and is in their right now.

[let candidate respond]

MAR: I wonder if he’d do anything to sabotage your interview? You know because of all those things he blames you for? You know what I’m talking about?

CAN:

[Hank walks out of the other room and says goodbye to interviewers]

[hank sees CAN and gives a big death stare]

MAR: Hi hank [sheepishly]

HAN: hello there, I see you think you’re good enough for this kind of firm eh? Well, I happened to notice your name on the list of candidates and happened to mention our past history. I’m not quite sure how you’ll go after the bad mouthing I gave you.

CAN:

HAN: oh and by the way I’m still sure I can press charges at any time, regardless of what yo think. See you in court [storms out]

MAR: crap do you think you’ll be okay? This could ruin your career!

CAN:

SEC: Sir, they’re ready for you now. [gestures for CAN to enter interview room]

MAR: good luck. Remember what we’ve discussed

JOE: Welcome to our world renowned firm, come in and have a seat. I’m joe, this is jan and this is joyce.

JAN: just want to make sure we’ve got your details right, how do you pronounce and spell your full name?

CAN:


JAN: that’s all good here. [looking at clip board]. So we try to make these sessions as relaxed as possible so why don’t you tell us a bit about your hobbies and the things you enjoy in life.

JOY: We like to see that our candidates have looked into what we do here at our firm… which is called?

CAN:

JOY: right, so why don’t you try and tell your perspective of what it is you think we do?
